Best of 3 sets, 3-all in the 3rd set, 2nd deuce 40-all game point 
except at 5-all any set. Nightly Scoring and Tie Break.

TIMEOUT COACHING

Each team to receive a one 
minute timeout per match to be 

used at any time.

Coaching from the side 
galleries by team members is 

permitted.

SCORING AND TIE BREAK

Scoring
● 2 points for each doubles match won
● 1 point for a loss in three sets
● 2 points for the overall team win

If the teams are tied at one match a piece, the tie 
shall be decided by:

● Sets won
● Sets lost
● Games won
● Games lost
● If still tied, one additional game played by the four 

players on court

THE GAME TODAY

Court Tennis in America is a vibrant game. The United States Court 
Tennis Association manages a rich list of fixtures: there are singles 
and doubles tournaments on most weekends of the year, including 
events for juniors, women, professionals, and team inter-club 
matches. We use a global handicap system, a method that ensures 
close, competitive matches.

Court tennis has a dynamic, passionate global community. About five 
thousand people regularly play around the world on 50 courts. The 
sport continues to grow, marked by the opening of Sand Valley Court 
Tennis in Wisconsin in 2024 and the opening of the Bradfield Court in 
Sydney, Australia, last year. We send junior teams abroad to play in 
England and Australia; many individuals and teams go overseas or 
come here to play in tournaments and tour courts. We also gather 
annually for World Championships, which date back to 1740.

The balls are heavy and handmade by the professionals. Players 
usually hit backspin or sidespin rather than topspin. The racquets are 
wooden and tightly strung.
